Flocks of witches riding broomsticks were said to soar the skies, and the Czechs believed that the
bonfires would bring them down in flames. Nowadays the celebration is far more light-hearted,
and the biggest bonfire in the country takes place in the center of the Czech capital. 2. Burning
witches in the Czech Republic: Some of us celebrate the end of winter with a spring clean, while
others take to the streets in elaborate carnival outfits for Mardi Gras. People here celebrate the
temperate season in an entirely different way, by burning a hag on a bonfire.
