After initial talks, Tiffany Williams said they would work out a
payment plan but then the couple cut off communications with the bank. Now they’re
facing felony theft charges. After their arrest and arraignment, the pair was released on

Nine African and Asian crew were taken off a pair of British scallop trawlers in Portsmouth in
December 2017 as suspected victims of modern slavery, and two skippers, one from Scotland
and the second from Merseyside, were detained by police. There were alleged cases of suspected
slavery involving migrant labour in Scotland and southern England in 2017, 2014 and 2012. In
December 2016, a gangmaster couple who supplied workers to catch chickens on farms
producing eggs for major supermarkets agreed to a settlement of one million pounds for

compensation and legal costs for the migrant workers they had exploited. These individuals were
not paid minimum wage, had deductions made from their wages, were made to live in squalid
conditions, and were threatened or assaulted for complaining. The Global Slavery Index
estimates that there were 136,000 people living in modern slavery in the United Kingdom (UK)
on any given day in 2016, reflecting a prevalence rate of 2.1 victims for every thousand people in
the country. But research conducted by the UK Home Office in 2014 estimated that there are
between 10,000 to 13,000 potential victims of modern slavery in the UK. The top five
nationalities of potential victims of modern slavery recorded in 2017 were UK nationals,
Albanian, Vietnamese, Chinese, and Nigerian. These figures, of course, do not consider the
unknown number of victims that are not reported.

Hungary managed to erase illegal immigration

When other countries welcomed refugees with open arms, Hungary decided it was time to
eradicate illegal immigration at any cost. The country succeeded, but that success damaged
relations with the European Union in the process. Hungary’s second border fence has just been
completed. The 96-mile long, 14 ft. tall double-line of defense doesn’t look too intimidating
from a distance. There are several layers of razor-wire capable of delivering electric shocks,
cameras, heat sensors and loudspeakers ready to tell migrants they’re about to break Hungarian
law if they as much as touch the fence. Add a few hundred military officers and “border hunters”
and it’s virtually impossible to break. Temporary military bases have been set up by the border to
house them while they do their rotation. More than 1,000 volunteers will receive generous salary
and benefit packages when they deploy as “border hunters” after extensive training. The
measures have cost around 700 million euros ($763 million). The area surrounding the fence is
closed off for the public. Visitors need to apply for access in advance and photos of guards and
the Serbian side are strictly prohibited for security purposes. If a migrant is lucky enough to
make it across, local guards patrol the surrounding area around the clock. The ones who are
caught are arrested and dropped off on the Serbian side. They don’t even get a chance to apply
for asylum unless they do so at a “transit zone” where they are held in housing containers while
their cases get processed.

CCTV footage shows two men carrying out five bungled attempts at stealing a petrol station
ATM in Oxfordshire. G.K., 35, and D.B., 32, have been jailed for the attempted theft at the BP
service station in Vineyard, Abingdon. The pair were convicted of attempted theft, going
equipped to steal and theft of tools and were sentenced at Oxford Crown Court. Shortly before
1am on April 3, 2019 G.K. and D.B. tried to drag the cash machine away from the wall using a
car and ropes. But CCTV footage shows the pair failing to do so five times before they gave up
and drove away from the petrol station. The cash machine was damaged, but no cash was taken.
The force said G.K. and D.B., of no fixed abode, stole tools from M&J Tool hire and returned
for another attempt, but were spotted by officers when their vehicle stopped in Culham. They
were arrested on April 3 and charged the following day. G.K., who pleaded guilty, was
sentenced on Friday to 18 months in prison, while D.B., who was found guilty by a majority
verdict on September 10, was jailed for two years. Detective Constable Chris Gibson of
Abingdon CID said: “These men made multiple attempts to steal a cash machine and their failed
attempts were captured on CCTV. “I am pleased with these convictions which take two
criminals off the streets of Oxfordshire and will hopefully provide them with an opportunity to
consider other paths in life other than theft.”
