“Evidence suggests their intent was to carry out acts of violence at a school in Spring 

Branch ISD,” the sheriff’s office said, referring to the Spring Branch Integrated School District 

in Houston. 

Additional security measures have been implemented at the school and throughout the 
district, the sheriff’s office said, urging the public to “remain vigilant” as the investigation is 
still in its very early stages.

Alabama city suspends entire PD after 5 officers indicted on corruption

An Alabama city suspended its entire police department Thursday after most of its officers 

were indicted on corruption charges brought to light in part by the overdose death of a dispatcher. 

The move came a day after a grand jury indicted five Hanceville Police Department 

officers, including the chief, and one of their spouses, citing a “rampant culture of corruption” and 

recommending that the entire force be abolished. 

Jim Sawyer, mayor of the 3,200-population city about 45 miles north of Birmingham, 

temporarily handed law enforcement duties over to the Cullman County Sheriff’s Office, placing 

all department employees on leave as of 5 p.m. Thursday. 

Chief Jason Marlin, 51, was charged with two counts of failure to report ethics crime 

and tampering with evidence, reported WBRC. 

Charges against Cody Alan Kelso, 33; Jason Scott Wilbanks, 37; William Andrew 

Shellnutt, 39, and Eric Michael Kelso, 44, included evidence tampering, distribution of controlled 

substances, and a variety of other felonies. Kelso’s wife, 63-year-old Donna Reid Kelso, faced 

similar charges. 

Especially concerning was the “unfettered access” people had to the department’s evidence 

room, Cullman District Attorney Champ Crocker said in a news conference Wednesday, 

illustrating his point with photos of a hole in the wall and a green broomstick that people would 

use to force the door open. 

Such access may well have led to the death of 49-year-old dispatcher Christopher Michael 

Willingham, who had been found in his office on Aug. 23, 2024. The Cullman County Coroner’s 

Office ruled his death accidental, caused by a toxic combination of fentanyl, gabapentin, diazepam, 

amphetamine, carisoprodol and methocarbamol, according to WBRC.

Video evidence showed Dowling, who was agitated and kicking parked scooters, turn to 

Carson and yell “I’m going to kill you.” Carson could be seen attempting to calm his attacker 

down before turning to run and tripping over a bench. Dowling then stabbed Carson repeatedly 

before fleeing the scene. 

The murder weapon was discovered under greenery next to a sidewalk near the crime 

scene. 

Prosecutors said Dowling turned himself in days later after being named a person of 

interest. A subsequent search of the suspect’s apartment turned up multiple knives with similar 

handles to the one they’d found at the scene. 

Gonzalez’s office called Carson’s killing “beyond abhorrent and senseless” while praising 

Dowling’s lengthy prison sentence.

The fallout from the fatal beating by guards in December of handcuffed prisoner Robert 

Brooks in an upstate New York correctional facility and long-rising resentment over prison 

conditions among inmates and officers has caused a level of turbulence not seen in the sprawling 

system in many years. In the two months since Brooks’ death at Marcy Correctional Facility near 

Rome, calls have erupted for system wide investigations — and prisoners in another lockup near 

Buffalo took control of two dorms. On Monday and Tuesday, corrections officers walked off the 

job in at least 30 state facilities. On Thursday, an Oneida County grand jury is expected to unseal 

criminal charges against up to nine officers for choking and beating Brooks to death, almost all 

of it caught on high-definition video that was shocking for its violence and the apparent 

indifference shown by staff. The video — particularly the seemingly practiced manner of the 

guards — has spawned calls for a broad review of staff use of excessive force across the state 

prison system.
