She tried to sell Jung’s ideas in the United States but was not successful.

In 1941, Isabel Briggs Myers, Katherine’s daughter and originally a writer of novels, also became
interested in using Jung’s ideas. She wanted to help people find the best job for their character. She
had no knowledge of how to make something like this so, helped by her mother, Isabel taught
herself how to make a way to measure people. .You could find out your type of personality
by answering these questions. Isabel’s children took these questions to school and tested them on
their friends. ®

There are now more than 100 books on MBTI training and regular training workshops to teach
people how to use it. * . It is also used by many companies in Australia, Britain, Canada,
Korea, New Zealand, South Africa and elsewhere.

What does this mean for companies?

If you are sensitive then you probably don’t want to be in a stressful job. If you are ambitious, you
will want a challenging job. ° . Companies believe that the MBTI helps people find out if
they are right for a job and also prepare well for meetings. Many managers around the world talk
about how they changed their style and won a contract thanks to MBTI. °

Although there are many arguments for and against the MBTI, many companies still believe it can
make the difference between success and failure. Try it, maybe it will tell you something about
yourself.
