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Abstract

In the context of globalization and accelerating socio-economic changes, issues of
national identity and loyalty to the Motherland are becoming increasingly relevant. For the stable
development of the country, it is extremely important to understand how much the younger
generation is focused on traditional values and is ready to show patriotism towards Russia. It is
the modern youth who will shape the future of society, therefore their values are of particular
interest for sociological analysis. Modern Russian youth is in the midst of intense socio-political
transformations, which determines the relevance of the study of the characteristics of their
patriotic sentiments. The purpose of this study was a sociological analysis of patriotism among
Russian youth aged 18-30 years based on a comprehensive study of their views, value
orientations and motives for showing loyalty to the motherland. The study involved 1,054
respondents from 5 federal districts of Russia. The survey method was used to collect
information, followed by data processing using statistical methods. The results showed that 86%
of young Russians feel a sense of patriotism, while based on different values. The majority (72%)
consider traditional values such as history, culture, and respect for elders to be the most
important. 22% attach more importance to civic patriotism. Patriotic sentiments are more
dependent on the place of residence, income level and education.
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
