STUDENT FINANCE

One of the first things that the Labour government did after it came to power in 1997 was to
change the way in which students are supported. Out went the universal, state-financed higher education
that had existed since the 1960s. Maintenance grants (for living expenses and rent) were abolished, and,
in 1998, tuition fees (paid to the university) came in. Today students have to pay their own way through
university, relying mostly on a system of low-interest loans. This sent out a clear message that a
university education was no longer a universal right, but was something that equipped the graduate with
a strong advantage in the jobs market, and therefore had to be paid for.
