Architecture is basically constituted of the aesthetic, the engineering and the social aspects. The
built environment which is made up of designed spaces and the activities of people are inter-
related and inseparable. It is for us to understand this interrelationship and put it down

appropriately on paper. Social institutions are many and these social institutions sometimes need

functional spaces to allow the people using the building to benefit from all aspects of both, the
purpose of what inhabits the building and by the varied structure and organized flow of
communication. The way the buildings are designed to fulfill the needs of these social
institutions /social requirements can be said to be the compliance of social aspects in

architecture.

Architecture is the visual shape ("Gestalt™) of society. And within that, all the various
building types (architecture of consumption, of mobility, of the political and religious, as well as
factories, prisons, cinema buildings, etc.) could become objects of architectural sociology. For
example: how a specific architecture 'expresses' the structure and principles of a given society.
Such sociological analysis of architecture can be found in the classic authors of sociology. The

sociology of technology offers approaches to a sociology of (architectonic) artifacts. Initially,
this sociology is interested in technical matters. While buildings (as art and technic) are not in
the core of this discipline. The perspective of architecture as artifact would be the question of
'interactions' between architecture and subject: how a very specific architecture suggests certain
ways, movements, perceptions. Urban sociology primarily deals with social structures within the

city: their points are for instance processes of segregation, urbanization and the decline of

cities.

A. Many people think that television is evil. It isn’t all that bad. TV is a friend for the elderly and an
entertainer-babysitter for the young. It makes burglars think we’re home when we’re not. It entertains us
cheaply with live action sports, great movies, ballets, concerts and singular events of the world all in
living colour. It educates us about everything from healthy diets to international problems.

B. How much television watching should parents allow? There is certainly nothing inherently wrong with
TV. However, research has shown that as the amount of time spent watching TV goes up, the amount of
time devoted to homework, study, social development and physical activities decreases. Television is
bound to have its tremendous impact on a child, both in terms of how many hours a week he watches TV
and of what he sees.

C. With television programs designed specifically for babies, the question whether kids under two years
of age should be watching becomes very important. We are learning more all the time about early brain
development, but we do not yet have a clear idea how television may affect it. Some studies link early TV
viewing with later attention problems. Other experts disagree with these results, though they admit that
TV viewing before age three may hurt later development.

D. Just about everyone now owns and watches television. We’ve become accustomed to a fairly
predictable and monotonous home life. Every working day we come home and switch on the TV. Every
night we cook dinner, clean up the kitchen, watch some TV. Every weekend we do the shopping and
settle in to watch a movie. It’s relaxing to lie down on the sofa at the end of a tiring day and to flip
through the channels with the remote control in one hand and a bow! of chips in the other.

Most sociologists now prefer to employ the term gender role rather than sex role in their
writing. Gender roles, therefore, are the expected attitudes and behaviors a society
associates with each sex. This definition places gender squarely in the sociocultural

context.

Sociologists explain gender roles according to several theoretical perspectives, general
ways of understanding social reality that guide the research process and provide a means
for interpreting the data.Data indicate that compared to men, women are more likely to be
segregated in lower-paying jobs offering fewer opportunities for professional growth and
advancement. Data also indicate that both in the United States and cross-culturally the
domestic work of women performed in or near their homes is valued less than the work
of men performed outside their homes. Because the issue of gender crosses many
disciplines, explanations for these facts can be offered according to the theoretical
perspectives of those disciplines. Biology, psychology, The Sociology of Gender:
Theoretical Perspectives and Feminist Frameworks and anthropology all offer
explanations for gender-related attitudes and behavior. Not only do these explanations
differ between disciplines, but scientists within the same discipline also frequently offer
competing explanations for the same data, and sociology is no exception. The best
explanations are those that account for the volume and complexities of the data. As
research on gender issues accelerates and more sophisticated research tools are
developed, it is becoming clearer that the best explanations are also those that are both

interdisciplinary and incorporate concepts related to diversity.

Text 2

The sociological understanding of a family

The sociological understanding of what constitutes a family can be explained by symbolic
interactionism as well as functionalism. These two theories indicate that families are groups in
which participants view themselves as family members and act accordingly. In other words,
families are groups in which people come together to form a strong primary group connection
and maintain emotional ties to one another over a long period of time. Such families may include
groups of close friends or teammates.

Families provide for one another’s physical, emotional, and social well-being. Parents care for
and socialize children. Later in life, adult children often care for elderly parents. While
interactionism helps us understand the subjective experience of belonging to a “family,”



functionalism illuminates the many purposes of families and their roles in the maintenance of a
balanced society. Sociologists, on the other hand, tend to define family more in terms of the
manner in which members relate to one another than on a strict configuration of status roles.

Text 3
Challenges Families Face

People in the United States as a whole are somewhat divided when it comes to determining what
does and what does not constitute a family. In a 2010 survey conducted by professors at the
University of Indiana, nearly all participants (99.8 percent) agreed that a husband, wife, and
children constitute a family. Ninety-two percent stated that a husband and a wife without
children still constitute a family. The numbers drop for less traditional structures: unmarried
couples with children (83 percent), unmarried couples without children (39.6 percent), gay male
couples with children (64 percent), and gay male couples without children (33 percent)

This survey revealed that children tend to be the key indicator in establishing “family” status: the
percentage of individuals who agreed that unmarried couples and gay couples constitute a family
nearly doubled when children were added. Sociologists tend to define family more in terms of
the manner in which members relate to one another than on a strict configuration of status roles.

Text 4

Modernization

Modernization refers to the process and impact of becoming more modern. Modernization has
been an important focus of sociology since its origins in the 19th century. Several dimensions
and effects of modernization seem apparent

First, as societies evolve, they become much larger and more heterogeneous. This means that
people are more different from each other than when societies were much smaller, and it also
means that they ordinarily cannot know each other nearly as well. Larger, more modern societies
thus typically have weaker social bonds and a weaker sense of community than small societies
and more of an emphasis on the needs of the individual.

We can begin to appreciate the differences between smaller and larger societies when we
contrast a small college of 1,200 students with a large university of 40,000 students. Perhaps you
had this contrast in mind when you were applying to college and had a preference for either a
small or a large institution. In a small college, classes might average no more than 20 students;
these students get to know each other well and to have a lot of interaction with the professor. In a
large university, classes might hold 600 students or more, and everything is more impersonal.
Large universities do have many advantages, but they probably do not have as strong a sense of
community as is found at small coll
