Sometimes people don’t even
know that they have it because they can’t see any symptoms. But if you don’t treat it, it may
cause health problems.

Diabetes happens when the body has too much sugar in it. Normally, a hormone called insulin
regulates how much sugar the body needs.

There are two type of diabetes. Type 1 normally occurs when people are young or are becoming
adults. Some cells in the body are destroyed and it cannot produce any more or not enough
insulin.

Type 2 is the most common type of diabetes. Adults have problems changing food into energy. It
usually starts at around the age of 30.

Symptoms



People who have diabetes are often very thirsty and they urinate a lot. Your skin can become dry
and you may get very tired. Diabetes can lead to heart diseases, kidney problems and may even
cause death.

Rotavirus is the most common cause of severe diarrhea among young children. It usually affects
children between the ages of 6 months and 2 years. Signs and symptoms of rotavirus infection
may include: fever (may be as high as 40°C), vomiting, watery diarrhea and abdominal pain. The
iliness usually lasts 3 — 7 days. Most children recover completely without treatment. Some
children need to be hospitalized for re-hydration (replacement of fluids lost) due to diarrhea.
Chickenpox is another common childhood disease. Its first symptom is usually a rash all over the
body, which is red and itchy. It appears during the first 24 hours. Children often feel very hot and
have a temperature of about 38°C. The best treatment for chickenpox is rest. You can use
calamine lotion to stop the itching. Children with chickenpox are infectious for a few days before
the rash appears.
Scarlet fever is still in the developing world. Children who catch this disease have a fever, a sore
throat and a pink tongue. They also get a rash which is usually under their arm or in the groin.
Children are infectious from three to eight days before symptoms appear. The only treatment for
scarlet fever is antibiotics.

Nowadays scientists constantly develop new medications, which help to fight different
infections. However, viruses and bacteria never stop developing as well. The problem which the
humanity face nowadays is the resistance of infections to new types of antibiotics. This problem
can cause horrible consequences, thus here are some facts which we should be aware of.

1. In the United States alone, 2 million people each year catch serious antibiotic-resistant
infections, and 23,000 die from them.
2. We've been warned about antibiotic resistance since at least 1945. We just haven't been

listening. Alexander Fleming said:”It is not difficult to make microbes resistant to penicillin by
exposing them to concentrations not sufficient to kill them.

3. We are producing fewer new drugs to combat infections and the development of new
treatments is becoming increasingly difficult and costly.

4. Half of all antibiotic prescriptions either aren't needed or are "not effective.”



5. There is reason to think that more antibiotics are used for animals than for people. These
drugs are not just used to fight off infections, but often fed to animals to encourage weight gain
and growth.
6. Before antibiotics, five out of every thousand women who had a baby died. Pneumonia
killed 30 percent of its victims. And one out of nine people who got a skin infection died.
Without antibiotics our future looks bleak.
7. The next major global pandemic may involve an antibiotic-resistant superbug.
Tuberculosis kills over a million people a year, and it is becoming increasingly drug resistant,
according to the World Health Organization.

The Era of antibiotics began with the discovering of Penicillin. In 1929 the English scientist
Alexander Fleming called the attention to penicillin — so named because it is derived from a
mold of the Penicillinum group. This substance was effective against certain bacteria and at the
same time much less toxic than earlier antibiotic preparations.
Fleming told that the date of his discovery of penicillin was in the morning of Friday, September
28, 1928. It was a fortuitous accident: in his laboratory in the basement of St. Mary's
Hospital in London, Fleming noticed a Petri dish containing Staphylococcus plate culture he
mistakenly left open, was contaminated by blue-green mold, which formed a visible growth.
There was a halo of inhibited bacterial growth around the mold. Fleming concluded the mold
released a substance that repressed the growth of bacteria. He grew a pure culture and discovered
that it was a Penicillinum mold.
Fleming realized that penicillin could treat infection, but he couldn't produce enough of the
antibiotic agent to be truly effective. But soon two Oxford scientists, Howard Florey and Ernst
Boris Chain, decided they had better reinvestigate some of his findings. Soon an entire team of
Oxford-based scientists were working on penicillin and by late 1940 they had invented a way to
mass-produce the drug.
By this World War 1l had started. Suddenly there was a great need for a drug which could fight
infection and the American War Production board spent big money on it. By 1945 they were able
to produce enough penicillin to treat the entire Allied forces. That same year Fleming, Florey,
and Chain won the Nobel Prize in Medicine and penicillin was being hailed as a wonder- drug.
Penicillin antibiotics were among the first drugs to be effective against many previously serious
diseases, such as syphilis and infections caused by staphylococci and streptococci. Penicillins are
still widely used today, though many types of bacteria have now become resistant.
